them.

. Underline the verb in each sentence.

. Do not repeat any action verbs in your paragraph. In
other words, each sentence needs to have its own
original verb.

. Read back over your paragraph to make sure you do not
have any fragments or run-on sentences.

. Remember, this is a writing exercise that will help
improve your writing by helping you to focus on word

choice.
